Wetland Vision of the potential for floodplain and eutrophic fens for England

This map shows the potential for floodplain and eutrophic fen types across
England. Potential is presented in terms of the base ‘richness’ of the likely
resultant fen habitat. There is no priority setting applied to the potential since the
habitat is widespread and local conditions will entirely determine the probability of
its successful establishment. Other fen types can also occur across these areas.
